




Some Ward 5 residents have asked me for information on how they can 
‘name their neighbourhood’ on City of Toronto Maps.  The City has 
given names to 140 neighbourhoods in Toronto. They can be found on 
the City’s website neighbourhood maps page (map below).

I have noticed that in Ward 5 the ‘names’ given to our neighbourhoods 
don’t accurately reflect what many of us refer to when speaking of 
our various communities. Currently only Islington City Centre West, 
Stonegate-Queensway, and Kingsway South are defined on the City of 
Toronto Neighbourhood Map.  I think it is time to update this list! 
Please send me your ideas for ‘Neighbourhoods’ and the boundaries 
that name would represent.  I will gather all the feedback and take a 
motion to City Council later this year to amend the current map.

Send your ideas to me in writing (email or mail or fax).   
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As the Vice-Chair of the TTC, and as a Commissioner during the 
previous term of Council, I have noticed that the debate about the 
TTC continues to be one of the most passionate ones in this city.  

There is good news to relay to you about the TTC. Ridership continues 
to grow, up 2.5% his year, and is expected to set another record this year.  
The TTC is also the most efficient public transit system in North America 
in terms of requiring the lowest level of tax subsidy of any major city system 

This doesn’t mean that the TTC doesn’t have challenges.  A new focus 
on customer service was needed and is being instilled in our workers.  
The new Customer Service Officer, Mr. Chris Upfold was appointed in 
March of this year. Mr. Upfold helped lead the London Underground 
and is applying the lessons learned there to the TTC. There is work to 
be done on cleanliness of our stations and in providing clear customer 
information. The progress on these initiatives is not occurring as fast as 
I would like, but we are changing how things are done and results are 
being seeing across the City.  

•	 New “Toronto Rocket”subway trains have arrived and will start 
	 operating on the Yonge-University-Spadina line shortly. This will 
	 increase both frequency and capacity on that line by over 20% 
•	 The new TTC facilities at Kipling Station will soon be opened, 
	 improving access to that station  
•	 After many years of debate the TTC will be deploying a new 
	 smartcard fare system over the next few years
•	 The Eglinton Crosstown underground line will be under 
	 construction shortly
•	 The Spadina subway extension is well underway 
•	 The completion of the Sheppard subway is a major priority
•	 The service level adjustments approved earlier this year (which 
	 saw some reductions on 40 poor performing routes) will now 
	 deliver increased service to crowded routes this September

Ward 5’s Islington Ratepayers and Residents Association (IRRA) was formed 
in 1971. It exists to help residents living in the area bounded by Rathburn 
Road on the north, Islington Avenue on the east, Bloor Street on the south, 

and the Hydro lines west of Kipling Avenue. Part of our mandate is to 
“provide a strong voice to support neighbourhood issues.” Sometimes this 
is done by IRRA Board members writing to, or meeting with councillors and 
speaking at public meetings. At other times we try to keep our members 
informed by newsletters or e-mails. We help residents both on issues that 
affect many residents (e.g. monitoring and commenting on major developments 
such as those at the Six Points interchange) as well as those that affect only a 
limited number of residents (e.g. a planned development on your street).

At least one public meeting is held each year, with one or more outside 
speakers. Other meetings are arranged if there is a major issue, or at 
election time.

VILLAGE OF ISLINGTON BIA

The Village of Islington BIA has a 
mandate to beautify and promote 
the Islington business area. It represents all business and commercial 
property owners along Dundas Street West between Islington 
Avenue/Riverbank Drive and Kipling Avenue. 

The BIA is run by a volunteer Board of Directors which manages 
the day to day operations of the association.

The Village of Islington is also known as the Village of Murals.  
The mural project began as a partnership of the Village of Islington 
Business Improvement Area (BIA), the Heritage Etobicoke 
Foundation, and Toronto Economic Development. 

The Islington Mosaic celebrates our shared community history, 
its defining moments and rhythm of life, how we looked and what 
we did for fun through the years.
 
It began as a pilot project, a community building initiative designed 
to link contemporary residents with the area’s roots. Painted in 2004, 
Islington’s first mural was a test painted on plywood panels but area 
residents loved it. The project has since gained a reputation for 
having the best quality murals in Toronto.
